�  Theme: Church Structure & Iconostas 
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 On June 22 in the Holy Orthodox Church, we commemo-
rate the holy Hieromartyr Eusebios, bishop of Samosata. Euse-
bios was a great pillar during persecutions and a great defender 
against Arianism. During the reign of Julian the Apostate, Euse-
bios removed his clerical attire and donned a soldier’s uniform 
so that, under the guise of a soldier, he visited and built up the 
persecuted Church throughout Syria, Phoenicia and Palestine. 
After Julian’s death, Eusebios counseled the godly Meletius to 
convene a Council in Antioch in 361 which 27 hierarchs attend-
ed. The Arian heresy was condemned once more and Ortho-
doxy was proclaimed triumphantly. After that, Emperor Valens 
reigned, persecutions of Christians resumed, and Eusebios and 
his saintly colleagues were exiled. When Emperor Gratian suc-
ceeded Valens, they were restored to their sees. Eusibius zeal-
ously hurried to provide canonical shepherds in widowed sees. 
When he came to the town of Doliche to enthrone the newly 
elected bishop Marinus and to denounce the Arian heresy, a fa-
natical heretic hurled a ceramic tile at Eusebios’ head and mor-
tally wounded him. This great zealot, saint and martyr of Or-
thodoxy died in 379 to live eternally in the blessedness of Para-
dise. On this day, we also commemorate the Martyrs Zeno and
