Save us, O Son of God, who art risen from the dead, who 

sing to Thee: Alleluia!  

Troparion of the Resurrection (Tone Two) 

When Thou didst submit Thyself unto death, O Thou death-

less and immortal One, then Thou didst destroy hell with 

Thy Godly power. And when Thou didst raise the dead 

from beneath the earth, all the powers of Heaven did cry 

aloud unto Thee: O Christ, Thou giver of life, glory to 

Thee.  

Troparion of the Dormition (Tone One) 

In thy birth giving O Theotokos, thou didst keep and pre-

serve virginity; and in thy falling asleep thou hast not for-

saken the world; for thou wast translated into life, being the 

Mother of Life. Wherefore by thine intercessions, deliver 

our souls from death.  

Kontakion of the Theotokos (Tone Two)  

O protection of Christians that cannot be put to shame, me-

diation unto the Creator most constant, O despise not the 

suppliant voices of those who have sinned; but be thou 

quick, O good one, to come unto our aid, who in faith cry 

unto thee: Hasten to intercession, and speed thou to make 

supplication, thou who dost ever protect, O Theotokos, 

them that honor thee.  
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Epistle for the Nineteenth Sunday after Pentecost  

Gospel of the Third Sunday of St. Luke  

The Lord is my strength and my song! 

The Lord has chastened me sorely! 

The Reading is from Saint Paulôs Second Letter to the Corinthians 

(11:31-33; 12:1-9). 
Brethren, the God and Father of the Lord Jesus, he who is blessed forever, 

knows that I do not lie. At Damascus, the governor under King Aretas guarded 

the city of Damascus in order to seize me, but I was let down in a basket through 

a window in the wall, and escaped his hands. I must boast; there is nothing to be 

gained by it, but I will go on to visions and revelations of the Lord. I know a 

man in Christ who fourteen years ago was caught up to the third heavenð

whether in the body or out of the body I do not know, God knows. And I know 

that this man was caught up into Paradiseðwhether in the body or out of the 

body I do not know, God knowsðand he heard things that cannot be told, which 

man may not utter. On behalf of this man I will boast, but on my own behalf I 

will not boast, except of my weaknesses.  Though if I wish to boast, I shall not 

be a fool, for I shall be speaking the truth.  But I refrain from it, so that no one 

may think more of me that he sees in me or hears from me. And to keep me from 

being too elated by the abundance of revelations, a thorn was given me in the 

flesh, a messenger of Satan, to harass me, to keep me from being too elated. 

Three times I besought the Lord about this, that it should leave me; but he said 

to me, ñMy grace is sufficient for you, for my power is made perfect in weak-

ness.ò I will all the more gladly boast of my weaknesses, that the power of 

Christ may rest upon me.  

The Reading of the Holy Gospel according to St. Luke (7:11-16).  
At that time, Jesus went to a city called Nain, and many of his disciples and a 

great crowd went with him.  As he drew near to the gate of the city, behold, a 

man who had died was being carried out, the only son of his mother, and she 

was a widow; and a large crowd from the city was with her. And when the Lord 

saw her, he had compassion on her and said to her, ñDo not weep.ò And he came 

and touched the bier, and the bearers stood still. And Jesus said, ñYoung man, I 

say to you, arise.ò And the dead man sat up, and began to speak. And Jesus gave 

him to his mother. Fear seized them all; and they glorified God, saying, ñA great 

prophet has arisen among us!ò and ñGod has visited his people.ò
