archbishop of Serbia. On the Sunday which falls during the 
After-feast of the Presentation (Meeting) of our Lord, we 
commemorate the Holy and Righteous Mothers of the Three 
Hierarchs: Emmelia (Basil the Great), Nona (Gregory the 
Theologian) and Anthousa (John Chrysostom). On this day, 
we make remembrance of the Parable of the Prodigal Son, 
which occurs in the noble Gospel and which our deified                 
Fathers reinstituted in the Triodion.In the parable our Savior 
tells, Jesus illustrates three things: the condition of the sinner, 
the canon of repentance and the knowledge of God’s                       
compassion. For in the person of the prodigal son, we view 
the wretched condition that sin creates for us, distant from 
God and His Sacraments. However, we become aware of  
ourselves and awaken, hastening with hope to return to Him 
through repentance.
