Having learned the joyful message of the Resurrection from the angel, the women
disciples of the Lord cast from them their parental condemnation and proudly
broke the news to the disciples, saying death hath been spoiled, Christ God is

risen, granting the world great mercy.

Troparion of St. Christina (Tone Four)

Thy ewe-lamb, Christina, O Jesus, doth cry unto Thee with a loud voice: My
Bridegroom, I do long for Thee and in struggles seek Thee. I am crucified and
buried with Thee in Thy Baptism, and for Thee I do suffer until I reign with Thee.
I die for Thee that [ may live in Thee. Then as a sacrifice without blemish, receive
her who for Thy sake was slain. Through her intercessions, therefore, since Thou
art merciful, save our souls.

Troparion of the Dormition (Tone One)

In thy birth giving O Theotokos, thou didst keep and preserve virginity; and in thy
falling asleep thou hast not forsaken the world; for thou wast translated into life,

being the Mother of Life. Wherefore by thine intercessions, deliver our souls from
death.

Kontakion of the Theotokos (Tone Two)

O protection of Christians that cannot be put to shame, mediation unto the Creator
most constant, O despise not the suppliant voices of those who have sinned; but
be thou quick, O good one, to come unto our aid, who in faith cry unto thee:
Hasten to intercession, and speed thou to make supplication, thou who dost ever
protect, O Theotokos, them that honor thee.

Epistle for the Fifth Sunday after Pentecost

How great are Thy works, O Lord!

In wisdom hast Thou made them all!

Bless the Lord, O my soul!

The Reading is from Saint Paul’s Letter to the Romans (10:1-10).

Brethren, my heart’s desire and prayer to God for Israel is that they may be saved.
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I bear them witness that they have a zeal for God, but it is not enlightened. For,
being ignorant of the righteousness that comes from God, and seeking to establish
their own, they did not submit to God’s righteousness. For Christ is the end of the
law, that everyone who has faith may be justified. Moses writes that the man who
practices the righteousness which is based on the law shall live by it. But the
righteousness based on faith says, Do not say in your heart, “Who will ascend into
heaven?” (that is, to bring Christ down) or “Who will descend into the
abyss?” (that is, to bring Christ up from the dead). But what does it say? The
word 1s near you, on your lips and in your heart (that is, the word of faith which
we preach); because, if you confess with your lips that Jesus is Lord and believe in
your heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved. For man
believes with his heart and so is justified, and he confesses with his lips and so is
saved.

Gospel for the Fifth Sunday of Matthew

The Reading is from the Holy Gospel according to St. Matthew (8:28-9:1).

At that time, when Jesus came to the country of the Gergesenes, two demoniacs
met him, coming out of the tombs, so fierce that no one could pass that way. And
behold, they cried out, “What have you to do with us, O Son of God? Have you
come here to torment us before the time?” Now a herd of many swine was
feeding at some distance from them. And the demons begged him, “If you cast us
out, send us away into the herd of swine.” And he said to them, “Go.” So they
came out and went into the swine; and behold, the whole herd rushed down the
steep bank into sea, and perished in the waters. The herdsman fled, and going
into the city they told everything, and what had happened to the demoniacs. And
behold, all the city came out to meet Jesus; and when they saw him, they begged
him to leave their neighborhood. And getting into a boat he crossed over and
came to his own city.

Weekly Synaxarion

On July 24 m the Holy Orthodox Church we
commemorate the holy and glorious Great-martyr Christina of
Tyre. She was the beautiful daughter of the imperial
governor, Urban, an idolater. Christina knew nothing of the
Savior until the age of eleven, but, when she reached that age,
her father—who was hiding her from the world until she was
fully grown—made her live in a high tower. He gave her
every comfort, but Christina’s young soul was suffocated in
this 1dolatrous atmosphere. Looking out of the window at
God’s natural wonders, she came, through her own
understanding, to a firm belief in Him. God, in His great
mercy, sent His angel to her, who named her the bride of
Christ and fully instructed her in the things of God. Then
Christina smashed all the golden i1dols in her rooms and
distributed the remnants to the poor. Urban and two other
leaders, Dion and Julian, tortured her and intended to kill her.
Urban and Dion dropped dead, and Julian was blinded when
Christina threw her severed tongue into his face. Christina’s
courage in suffering and the marvels which were performed
by the power of God brought many of Tyre’s pagan
inhabitants to Christianity. Christina entered the immortal
kingdom in the year 200. On this day, we also commemorate
the New-martyrs Athanasios of Ikia and Theophilos of
Zakynthos;  Athenagoras the Confessor; and the
Passion-bearers Boris (Roman) and Gleb (David). By the
intercessions of Thy Saints, O Christ God, have mercy upon
us. Amen.
