Thou didst shatter death by Thy cross; Thou didst open paradise to the thief; Thou 
didst turn the sadness of the ointment-bearing women into joy, and didst bid 

Thine apostles proclaim a warning that Thou hast risen, O Christ, granting to the 
world the great mercy.   

Troparion of St. James the Apostle (Tone Three) 

O Holy Apostle James, intercede with our merciful God, to grant our souls       
forgiveness of sins.  

Troparion of the Dormition (Tone One) 

In thy birth giving O Theotokos, thou didst keep and preserve virginity; and in thy 
falling asleep thou hast not forsaken the world; for thou wast translated into life, 

being the Mother of Life. Wherefore by thine intercessions, deliver our souls from 
death.

The Lord will give strength to his people! 
Bring to the Lord, O sons of God, bring to the Lord honor and glory! 
The Reading is from Saint Paul’s Second Letter to the Corinthians (6:1-10). 
Brethren, working together with him, then, we entreat you not to accept the grace 
of God in vain.  For he says, “At the acceptable time I have listened to you, and 
helped you on the day of salvation.”  Behold, now is the acceptable time; behold, 
now is the day of salvation.  We put no obstacle in any one’s way, so that no fault 
may be found with our ministry, but as servants of God we commend ourselves in 
every way:  through great endurance, in afflictions, hardships, calamities,       
beatings, imprisonments, tumults, labors, watching, hunger; by purity, knowledge, 
forbearance, kindness, the Holy Spirit, genuine love, truthful speech, and the  
power of God; with the weapons of righteousness for the right hand and for the 
left; in honor and dishonor, in ill repute and good repute.  We are treated as       
impostors, and yet are true; as unknown, and yet well known; as dying, and       
behold we live; as punished, and yet not killed; as sorrowful, yet always rejoicing; 
as poor, yet making many rich; as having nothing, and yet possessing everything.  

Gospel of the Third Sunday of St. Luke  

The Reading of the Holy Gospel according to St. Luke (7:11-16).  
At that time, Jesus went to a city called Nain, and many of his disciples and a 
great crowd went with him.  As he drew near to the gate of the city, behold, a man 
who had died was being carried out, the only son of his mother, and she was a 
widow; and a large crowd from the city was with her. And when the Lord saw her, 
he had compassion on her and said to her, “Do not weep.” And he came and 
touched the bier, and the bearers stood still. And Jesus said, “Young man, I say to 
you, arise.” And the dead man sat up, and began to speak. And Jesus gave him to 
his mother. Fear seized them all; and they glorified God, saying, “A great prophet 
has arisen among us!” and “God has visited his people.”
