Troparion of the Resurrection (Tone Two) 

When Thou didst submit Thyself unto death, O Thou deathless and immortal One, 
then Thou didst destroy hell with Thy Godly power. And when Thou didst raise 
the dead from beneath the earth, all the powers of Heaven did cry aloud unto 

Thee: O Christ, Thou giver of life, glory to Thee.  

Troparion of the Dormition (Tone One) 

In thy birth giving O Theotokos, thou didst keep and preserve virginity; and in thy 
falling asleep thou hast not forsaken the world; for thou wast translated into life, 
being the Mother of Life. Wherefore by thine intercessions, deliver our souls 

from death.  

Kontakion for the Sunday of the Last Judgment (Tone One) 

When Thou comest, O God, to earth with glory, and all creatures tremble before 
Thee, and the river of fire floweth before the Altar, and the books are opened and 
sins revealed, deliver me then from that unquenchable fire, and make me worthy 

to stand at Thy right hand, O righteous Judge. 

Epistle for the Sunday of the Last Judgment (Meatfare Sunday)  

The Lord is my strength and my praise! 
The Lord chastising hath chastised me, but He hath not delivered me over to 
death! 
The Reading is from St. Paulôs First Letter to the Corinthians (8:8-9:2). 
Brethren, food will not commend us to God.  We are no worse off if we do not 
eat, and no better off if we do.  Only take care lest this liberty of yours somehow 
become a stumbling block to the weak.  For if any one sees you, a man of 
knowledge, at table in an idolôs temple, might he not be encouraged, if his       
conscience is weak, to eat food offered to idols?  And so by your knowledge this 
weak man is destroyed, the brother for whom Christ died.  Thus, sinning against 
your brethren and wounding their conscience when it is weak, you sin against 
Christ.  Therefore, if food is a cause of my brotherôs falling, I will never eat meat, 
lest I cause my brother to fall. Am I not free?  Am I not an apostle?  Have I not 
seen Jesus our Lord?  Are not you my workmanship in the Lord?  If to others I am 
not an apostle, at least I am to you; for you are the seal of my apostleship in the 
Lord.

Gospel for the Sunday of the Last Judgment (Meatfare Sunday)  

The Reading is from the Holy Gospel according to St. Matthew (25:31-46). 
The Lord said, ñWhen the Son of man comes in his glory, and all the holy angels 
with him, then he will sit on his glorious throne.  Before him will be gathered all 
the nations, and he will separate the sheep from the goats, and he will place the 
sheep at his right hand, but the goats at the left.  Then the King will say to those at 
his right hand, óCome, O blessed of my Father, inherit the kingdom prepared for 
you from the foundation of the world; for I was hungry and you gave me food, I 
was thirsty and you gave me drink, I was a stranger and you welcomed me, I was 
naked and you clothed me, I was sick and you visited me, I was in prison and you 
came to me.ô  Then the righteous will answer him, óLord, when did we see thee 
hungry and feed thee, or thirsty and give thee drink?  And when did we see thee a 
stranger and welcome thee, or naked and clothe thee?  And when did we see thee 
sick or in prison and visit thee?ô  And the King will answer them, óTruly, I say to 
you, as you did it to one of the least of these my brethren, you did it to me.ô  Then 
he will say to those at his left hand, óDepart from me, you cursed, into the eternal 
fire prepared for the devil and his angels; for I was hungry and you gave me no 
food, I was thirsty and you gave me no drink, I was a stranger and you did not 
welcome me, naked and you did not clothe me, sick and in prison and you did not 
visit me.ô Then they also will answer, óLord, when did we see thee hungry or 
thirsty or a stranger or naked or sick or in prison, and did not minister to thee?ô  
Then he will answer them, óTruly, I say to you, as you did it not to one of the least 
of these, you did it not to me.ô And they will go away into eternal punishment, but 
the righteous into eternal life.ò

MEATFARE SUNDAY 

Today, February 19th is Meatfare Sunday, the last day you can eat meat. Next Sunday, February 
26th is Cheesefare Sunday, the last day you can have cheese and dairy products.  February 27th, is 
the first day of the Lenten Fast and it will continue until Pascha (Easter), April 16th.  Please do not 
forget that in order for our fasting to be effective and   beneficial to our souls, it must be accompa-
nied by   prayer, repentance, forgiveness, alms-giving (giving to the poor), and good works.  The 
fast is not a ñdietò so that one could lose weight.  What good is the fast if it does not change us and 
strengthen our relationship with Jesus Christ and with one another?  Fast from anger, judging, pride, 
gossip, and lust.  If you are not able to keep the discipline of fasting as prescribed by the church for 
health reasons, please speak to one of our clergy and they will offer you a discipline you can                 
handle.  Remember the words of St. John Chrysostom: 

ñLet the ear fast, by not listening to evil talk and gossip...ò 
ñLet the mouth fast from foul words and unjust criticism...ò 

ñFor what good is it if we abstain from birds and fishes, but bite and devour our brothers?ò 
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John 12:26 If anyone serves me, he must follow me; and where I am, there will my servant 

be also. If anyone serves me, the Father will honor him. 

ALTAR BOYS GUIDELINES  
 

Parents and Altar Boys, please read.   
These guidelines are to preserve the holiness of  

serving in the Holy Altar: 

 

Dress Code: It is important that all Altar Boys who are serving on their assigned Sunday 
(see Team assignment in the bulletin), that they dress appropriately to serve in the Holy    
Altar: 
No gym shoes.  Black dress shoes 

No shorts or jeans.  Long, dress pants are mandatory 
No T-Shirts or Polo Shirts.  Dress shirts only 
Arrival ON TIME:  This means arriving BEFORE 10am, otherwise the Altar Boy will not 
be allowed to serve.  PARENTS:  Please adhere to this, as arrival on time is necessary to 
vest on time, as instructed in the past.  Parents will have to explain to their son why he is  
unable to serve. 

Behavior:  All Altar Boys must behave during their time in the Holy Altar.  If anyone    
misbehaves, the Sub-Deacons will send them back to their parents with a note regarding 
their behavior.
