Brethren, you know that a man is not justified by works of the Law but through faith in Jesus 
Christ. Even we have believed in Christ Jesus, in order to be justified by faith in Christ, and 
not by works of the Law, because by works of the Law shall no one be justified. But if, in our 
endeavor to be justified in Christ, we ourselves were found to be sinners, is Christ then an 
agent of sin?  Certainly not!  But if I build up again those things which I tore down, then I 
prove myself a transgressor.  For I through the Law died to the Law, that I might live to God.  I 
have been crucified with Christ; it is no longer I who live, but Christ Who lives in me; and the 
life I now live in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of God, Who loved me and gave Himself 
for me.

Gospel for the Seventh Sunday of St. Luke

The Reading is from the Holy Gospel according to Luke (8:41-56). 
At that time, there came to Jesus a man named Jairus, who was a ruler of the synagogue; and 
falling at Jesusô feet, he besought him to come to his house, for he had an only daughter, about 
twelve years of age, and she was dying. As Jesus went, the people pressed round him. And a 
woman who had had a flow of blood for twelve years, and had spent all her living upon     
physicians, and could not be healed by any one, came up behind him, and touched the fringe 
of his garment; and immediately her flow of blood ceased. And Jesus said, ñWho was it that 
touched me?ò When all denied it, Peter said, ñMaster, the multitudes surround you and press 
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upon you, and you say, óWho touched me?ôò But Jesus said, ñSomeone touched me; for I   
perceive that power has gone forth from me.ò And when the woman saw that she was not   
hidden, she came trembling, and falling down before him declared in the presence of all the 
people why she had touched him, and how she had been immediately healed. And Jesus said 
to her, ñDaughter, your faith has made you well; go in peace.ò While Jesus was speaking, a 
man from the rulerôs house came and said, ñYour daughter is dead; do not trouble the Teacher 
anymore.ò But Jesus on hearing this answered him, ñDo not fear; only believe, and she shall 
be well.ò And when Jesus came to the house, he permitted no one to enter with him, except 
Peter and James and John, and the father and mother of the child. And all were weeping and 
bewailing her; but Jesus said, ñDo not weep; for she is not dead but sleeping.ò And they 
laughed at him, knowing that she was dead. But taking her by the hand Jesus called, saying, 
ñChild, arise.ò And her spirit returned, and she got up at once; and Jesus directed that      
something should be given her to eat. And her parents were amazed; but he charged them to 
tell no one what had happened.

ENTERING THE HOLY ALTAR: PLEASE NOTE THE CHANGE 
When entering the Holy Altar, no one is allowed to enter through the curtains of the Icono-
stas.  You MUST enter through the walkway BEHIND the Chanters/Choir to the far left of 
the church.  No one is allowed to enter through the Curtains of the Iconostas. 

ARRIVAL TIME:  The Divine Liturgy begins at 10am;  All Altar Boys MUST be in the 
Altar BEFORE 10am;  if you arrive late, you will be sent back to sit with your family. 

TEAMS: 
Effective with Sunday April 23rd, All Altar boys must follow the schedule of their Team.  
So, Sunday April 23rd is for Team A; Sunday April 30th is Team B.  Please only serve on 
those designated dates for your Team. 

DRESSING for the Altar:
