As at the tower of Babel, and in the wilderness of Sinai, have we Thy peo-
ple lost sight of Thy Truth, but restore us in Thy mercy O Lord. Make us instru-
ments of Thy Will, that by loving example, we may lead our misguided brethren 
to Thee, unworthy as we are. Dispel also from us, over zealousness and aggres-
sive acts, for Thou saved us, not by summoning twelve legions of angels, but by 
healing the ear of the chief priestôs servant and teaching and adjuring the people 
in love, even from the Cross. Grant this, we entreat Thee, O Thou who lovest 
mankind, for Thou alone art the Creator and Master of all, and unto Thee do we 
ascribe glory, together with Thine unoriginate Father and Thine All-holy, good 
and life giving Spirit, now and ever and unto ages of ages.  Amen!
