CHEESEFARE SUNDAY 

Today, February 18th is Cheesefare Sunday, the last day you can have cheese and dairy                 
products.  Tomorrow, February 19th, is the first day of the Lenten Fast and it will continue   
until Pascha (Easter), April 8th.  Please do not forget that in order for our fasting to be        
effective and beneficial to our souls, it must be accompanied by prayer, repentance,              
forgiveness, alms-giving (giving to the poor), and good works.  The fast is not a ñdietò so 
that one could lose weight.  What good is the fast if it does not change us and strengthen 
our relationship with Jesus Christ and with one another?  Fast from anger, judging, pride, 
gossip, and lust.  If you are not able to keep the discipline of fasting as prescribed by the 
church for health reasons, please speak to one of our clergy and they will offer you a      
discipline you can handle.  Remember the words of St. John Chrysostom: 

 
ñLet the ear fast, by not listening to evil talk and gossip...ò 
ñLet the mouth fast from foul words and unjust criticism...ò 

ñFor what good is it if we abstain from birds and fishes, but bite and devour our brothers?ò

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Weekly Synaxarion 

On February 18 in the Holy Orthodox Church, we commemo-
rate our fathers among the saints Leo the Great, pope of 
Rome; Agapitos the Confessor, bishop of Synnada in Phrygia; 
and Venerable Colman, bishop of Lindisfarne. On this day, we 
make remembrance of the exile of the first-fashioned, Adam, 
from the Paradise of delight. It is the Sunday of Forgiveness, 
known also as Cheese Fare Sunday. Todayôs lesson from the 
Holy Gospel teaches us about forgiveness and fasting, and 
how both are crucial to our own return to Paradise. The divine 
Fathers also set the anniversary of the exile of Adam from the 
Paradise of bliss on this day, at the entrance of Great Lent, to 
show us by deed as well as word how great is the benefit that 
accrues to man from fasting and repenting; and, on the      
contrary, how great the harm that comes from destructive  
gluttony and from disobedience to the divine commandments. 
The sin of gluttony resulted in Adam and Eveôs banishment 
from Paradise, because they disobeyed God by eating from 
the tree which He had forbidden them. The Church reminds us 
of this event to encourage us to return to that ancient glory 
and primeval happiness by means of fasting and  obedience to 
God and His commandments. By Thine ineffable compassion, 
O Christ our God, make us worthy of the delight of Paradise 
and have mercy on us, as Thou art alone the Lover of       
mankind. Amen.
