Blessed are thou, O Lord, the God of our Fathers! 
For thou art just in all that thou hast done to us! 
The Reading is from St. Paulôs Letter to the Hebrews (11:24-26, 32-40). 
Brethren, by faith Moses, when he was grown up, refused to be called the son of Pharaoh’s 
daughter, choosing rather to share ill-treatment with the people of God than to enjoy the  
fleeting pleasures of sin. And what more shall I say?  For time would fail me to tell of       
Gideon, Barak, Samson, Jephthah, of David and Samuel and the prophets—who through faith 
conquered kingdoms, enforced justice, received promises, stopped the mouths of lions, 
quenched raging fire, escaped the edge of the sword, won strength out of weakness, became 
mighty in war, put foreign enemies to flight. Women received their dead by resurrection.  
Some were tortured, refusing to accept release, that they might rise again to a better life.   
Others suffered mocking and scourging and even chains and imprisonment.  They were 
stoned, they were sawn in two, they were killed with the sword; they went about in skins of 
sheep and goats, destitute, afflicted, ill-treated—of whom the world was not worthy—
wandering over deserts and mountains, and in dens and caves of the earth. And in all these, 
though well attested by their faith, did not receive what was promised, since God had       
foreseen something better for us, that apart from us they should not be made perfect.

On February 25 in the Holy Orthodox Church, we   
commemorate Tarasios the confessor, archbishop of 
Constantinople; Hieromartyr Reginos, bishop of Skope-
los; Hieromartyr Markellos, bishop of Apamea in Syria; 
Martyr Alexander of Markianopolis. On this same day, 
the First Sunday of the Fast, we make remembrance of 
the restoration of the holy and venerable Icons, which 
took place through the ever-memorable Sovereigns of 
Constantinople, Michael and his mother, Theodora,   
during the patriarchate of Saint Methodios the Confes-
sor. This restoration was accomplished in the year 842. 
Theodora’s husband was an iconoclast. After his death, 
Theodora venerated an icon of the Theotokos in front of 
Patriarch Methodios. The other faithful in the church did 
the same, venerating all the icons, considering them to 
be representations of their original elements, not idols. 
Theodora prayed to God to forgive her husband during 
the first week of Great Lent; and on the First Sunday of 
the Fast, she led the way in hanging up the icons to 
adorn the churches. O invariant Icon of the Father, 
through the intercessions of Thy holy Confessors, have 
mercy on us.
