On September 13 in the Holy Orthodox Church, we cele-
brate the Forefeast of the Exaltation of the Holy Cross, and
commemorate the Consecration of the Church of the Holy
Resurrection of Christ our God. Holy Resurrection in Jerusa-
lem is honored above all others. Constantine the Great con-
structed it at the place of Golgotha, where our Savior was
crucified and buried, then arose. For a long time this place
had been purposely buried beneath the earth by the Jews and
heathen; furthermore, during the reign of Hadrian (117-138),
a temple dedicated to Aphrodite was built over the site so
that this sacred place might be even further desecrated and
fall into utter oblivion. It was here that the Cross was hid-
den. However, at the command of the pious Emperor Con-
stantine, excavations were made and the tokens of the saving
Passion were found. It was here, then, that the very great and
magnificent temple named in honor of Christ God’s Resur-
rection was built under the supervision of the blessed Helen,
while Macarius was Archbishop of Jerusalem. Macarius ex-
alted the venerable Cross and consecrated this temple in the
year 336. On this day, we also commemorate the Hieromar-
tyr Cornelius the centurion; Venerable Hierotheos the
Younger of Iviron monastery on Athos; Great-martyr
Ketevan, queen of Georgia; and the Six Martyrs at Tomi 1n
Romania. By the intercessions of Thy Saints, O God, have
mercy on us. Amen.
