  The Gospel for the Ninth Sunday of Matthew 

The Reading from the Holy Gospel accord-
ing to St. Matthew. (14:22-34) 

At that time, Jesus made the Disciples get into 
the boat and go before Him to the other side, 
while He dismissed the crowds. And after He 
had dismissed the crowds, He went up on the 
mountain by Himself to pray. When evening 
came, He was there alone, but the Disciplesô 
boat by this time was many furlongs distant 
from the land, beaten by the waves; for the 
wind was against them. And in the fourth 
watch of the night He came to them, walking 
on the sea. But when the Disciples saw Jesus 
walking on the sea, they were terrified, say-
ing, ñIt is a ghost!ò And they cried out for 
fear. But immediately He spoke to them, say-
ing, ñTake heart, it is I; have no fear.ò And 
Peter answered Him, ñLord, if it is Thee, bid 
me come to Thee on the water.ò He said, 
ñCome.ò So Peter got out of the boat and 
walked on the water and came to Jesus; but 
when he saw the wind, he was afraid, and be-
ginning to sink he cried out, ñLord, save me!ò 
Jesus immediately reached out His hand and 
caught him, saying to him, ñO man of little 
faith, why did you doubt?ò And when they 
got into the boat, the wind ceased. And those 
in the boat worshiped Him, saying, ñTruly, 
Thou art the Son of God.ò And when they had 
crossed over, they came to land at Gennesaret.

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Weekly Synaxarion 

On August 10 in the Holy Orthodox Church, we contin-
ue to celebrate the Transfiguration of our Lord Jesus 
Christ, and we commemorate the Martyr and Archdea-
con Laurence of Rome, Hieromartyr Sixtus, bishop of 
Rome and those with them. Emperor Decius was deter-
mined to destroy Christianity and Sixtus was quickly 
brought to trial with two of his deacons. Sixtus told Lau-
rence that he would die for Christ soon thereafter; as 
soon as they had beheaded Sixtus and his deacons, Lau-
rence was apprehended. Beforehand, Laurence had 
placed all of his affairs and the affairs of the church in 
order. Immediately before his martyrdom, Laurence 
safeguarded the church valuables and healed four peo-
ple. Laurence did not want to deny Christ and advised 
Emperor Decius to reject his false gods. Decius refused, 
and Laurence was beaten, and then placed on a gridiron 
over a fire. Roasting in the fire, Laurence thanked God 
and mocked the emperor for his paganism. Laurence 
gave up his pure and heroic soul to God on August 10, 
258. On this day, we also commemorate the Venerable 
Laurence of Kaluga, the Fool for Christôs sake. By the 
intercessions of thy Saints, O Christ God, have mercy 
upon us. Amen.
