Beloved Clergy and Faithful of the Midwest,

This Monday, September 1, we will celebrate the Beginning of the Indiction, also known as the
Church New Year. On behalf of His Eminence Metropolitan Saba, I pray that the new year bnngs

you many blessings and much joy!

This September, three sons of our diocese are beginning seminary studies i preparation for the
presthood: Ethan DeJonge, Richard Entingh, and Victor Litteral We send them off with our love

and prayers, and we are joyful to see our total number of Midwest semuinanians increase to six.

However, thus 15 also an occasion to reflect on the great and continuing need for young men to offer
themselves in service to God as pnests. We depend on our parsh puests for the holy sacraments,
pastoral pudance, pansh leadership, and comfort in difficult umes. However, our clergy are aging—
the average age of our active prests 1s over 60—and we need more good priests to succeed them as
they retire, as well as to pastor new mussions. We trust in God’s providence, but we must also do our

part: “pray[ing] the Lord of the harvest to send out laborers mto His harvest” (Martt. 9:38) and doing
our best to find and encourage those men whom the Holy Spirnit 1s calling to this ministry.

To that end, I will be holdmg quarterly Zoom meetings with men from our diocese who are thinking
about starting seminary in the next five years. These meetings will provide the opportumity to learn
about the presthood and reflect on what it takes and how one knows if he is called, as well as to get
to know others from across the diocese who are 1n the same discernment process. The meetings will
be mutually supportive and safe places for honest discussion about these subjects, where we can
accompany one another on this journey of discernment.

If you have been Orthodox for at least three years and have this question in your heart—the feeling
that you mught be called to the pnesthood—please talk to your pansh pnest about joimng one of
these vocation groups. If you know a man who 1s thinking about this , please refer hum to hus pansh
prest. Our poests will be able to sign them up to participate mn a group.

Most importantly, let us all encourage, support, and pray for those called to the presthood. And
may God provide us with good munisters to build up His Church and to brng His grace to mankind.
